FORM OF CONTRACT
THIS AGREEMENT number SER-SURCE-RFQ-NCS-24-17 made on _________ 2024, between the Ministry of Mining and Energy, Nemanjina 22-26, Belgrade, Republic of Serbia (hereinafter called “the Purchaser”) on the one part and ___________________________________ having its principal place of business at ________________(hereinafter called “the Service Provider”) on the other part.

WHEREAS the Purchaser has invited quotation for Organization of seminars for LSGUs and EE Administration to improve implementation capacity to be supplied by Service Provider, viz. Contract Ref No. SER-SURCE-RFQ-NCS-24-17 (hereinafter called “Contract”) and has accepted the quotation by the Service Provider for the provision of non-consulting services under this Contract at the sum of _______________________________________ (_______________________________________________) exclusive of VAT hereinafter called “the Contract Price”. 
The Contract will be effective from the date of signing and will last until the finalization of the delivery upon Purchaser request, as specified in Terms and Conditions of Supply.
NOW THIS AGREEMENT witnesses as follows: 
1. The following documents shall be deemed to form and be read and construed as part of this agreement:

a) Form of Quotation; Term and Conditions of Supply, Technical Requirements;

b) Addendum (if applicable); 

2. Taking into account payments to be made by the Purchaser to the Service Provider as hereinafter mentioned, the Service Provider hereby concludes an Agreement with the Purchaser to execute and complete the supply of Contract and remedy any defects therein in conformity with the provisions of Contract. 
The non-consulting services that are to be provided under this Contract are for the needs Organization of seminars for LSGUs and EE Administration to improve implementation capacity and respective payments will be made by the Purchaser (the MoME) from the Scaling-Up Residential Clean Energy (SURCE) project. 
3. The Purchaser hereby covenants to pay in consideration of the goods supply and acceptance of Contract and remedying of defects therein, the Contract Price in accordance with Payment Conditions prescribed by Contract.

4. Termination

4.1 
Termination for Default

(a) The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of Contract, by written notice of default sent to the Supplier, may terminate the Contract in whole or in part:

(i) if the Service Provider fails to deliver any or all of the Services  within the period specified in the Contract, or within any extension thereof granted. 

(ii) if the Service Provider fails to perform any other obligation under the Contract; or

(iii) if the Service Provider, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in fraud and corruption, as defined in Clause 5 below, in competing for or in executing the Contract.

(b)
In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in part, the Purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, Related Services similar to those undelivered or not performed and the Service Provider shall be liable to the Purchaser for any additional costs for such similar Related Services.  However, the Service Provider shall continue performance of the Contract to the extent not terminated.

4.2
Termination for Insolvency. 

(a) The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving notice to the Service Provider if the Service Provider becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent.  In such event, termination will be without compensation to the Service Provider, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy that has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.
4.3
Termination for Convenience.

(a) The Purchaser, by notice sent to the Service Provider, may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, at any time for its convenience.  The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the Purchaser’s convenience, the extent to which performance of the Supplier under the Contract is terminated, and the date upon which such termination becomes effective.

(b) The service provision that are complete and ready for shipment within twenty-eight (28) days after the Service Provider’s receipt of notice of termination shall be accepted by the Purchaser at the Contract terms and prices.  For the remaining Goods, the Purchaser may elect: 

(i) to have any portion completed and delivered at the Contract terms and prices; and/or

(ii) to cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed amount for partially completed Goods and Related Services and for materials and parts previously procured by the Supplier
5. Fraud and Corruption

If the Purchaser determines that the Service Provider and/or any of its personnel, or its agents, or its Subcontractors, consultants, service providers, suppliers and/or their employees has engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices (as defined in the prevailing Bank’s sanctions procedures), in competing for or in executing the Contract, then the Purchaser may, after giving 14 days notice to the Service Provider, terminate the Service Provider's employment under the Contract and cancel the contract, and the provisions of Clause 4 shall apply as if such expulsion had been made under Sub-Clause 4.1.

Payment for your invoice will be made as follows: 100% of Contract amount within 30 days on acceptance of the Final Report and issuing of Acceptance Certificate for the respective deliveries of the services by the Scaling-Up Residential Clean Energy (SURCE). The Final Reports and Acceptance Certificates will be issued after the individual event (a total of three each year).
8.       Warranty: N/A 
9.        Defects: The Service Provider is responsible to correct all defects without any cost to the Purchaser within 30 days from the date of notice by Purchaser.
10. Force-Majeure:  The Service Provider shall not be liable for penalties or termination for default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force-Majeure.
For purposes of this clause, “Force-Majeure” means an events beyond the control of the Service Provider and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but not restricted to, act of Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force-Majeure situation arises, the Service Provider shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Service Provider shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by Force-Majeure event.
